Well, obviously this isn't what the writer intended to say.
Few patients lie on their left sides for over a year. "For
over a year" is simply in the wrong place. The patient has
had the pain for that long, not laid on her left side. Two
better ways to say it are:

Patient has had chest pain for over a year when she lays
on her left side.

For over a year, patient has had chest pain when she
lays on her left side.

Let those words that describe snuggle up to what they
are describing.
